INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS:

The purpose of these Instructions to Bidders is to guide prospective bidders in preparing and submitting their bids in response to this Auction Bidding Document. All submissions must strictly follow the requirements outlined in the Auction Bidding Document (ABD) and maintain the same sequence.


Instructions to Bidders:

1. Bidding Format: Sealed bids are invited under the “Single Stage One Envelope” process. Each bidder must submit a single envelope containing their proposal.
2. Envelope Marking: All bid envelopes must be clearly marked as: “Auction of Used Vehicle (. Auction-06001EBRL2026) The envelope must also display the bidder’s name, and contact number.
3. Bid Submission Limit: Each bidder may submit only one bid. Multiple submissions shall result in disqualification.
4. Submission Deadline: Late bids received after the deadline will be returned unopened. Delays due to mail, courier issues, or delivery to an incorrect address will not be accepted as valid reasons for late submission.
5. Vehicle Inspection: Interested bidders may inspect the vehicles at the INTERNATIONAL MEDICAL CORPS office at their own expense, between 11:00 AM and 02:00 PM, from Sunday, Jun 21, to Thursday 25, 2026.
6. Vehicle Condition Acceptance: Bidders must assess the condition of the vehicle(s) prior to bidding. By submitting a bid, the bidder confirms acceptance of the vehicle in its existing state, including any faults or defects. INTERNATIONAL MEDICAL CORPS disclaims all express or implied warranties regarding the vehicle’s condition or fitness for purpose.
7. Payment Procedure: All payments must be made by depositing the full amount in cash at the International Medical Corps office within five (5) working days of the auction award
